The Chamberlain City Commission held their first regular meeting on Tuesday, March 3, at 6:00 PM.

Present: Mayor Mutziger, Commissioners Claussen, Ruhlman, Soulek and Thomas, City Engineer Greg Powell, Finance Officer Nicky Gaulke, and Police Chief Jason Handel.

Pledge of Allegiance 

Adopt Agenda
Motion by Ruhlman second by Soulek, all ayes and approved the agenda with the addition of the Lindley settlement agreement.

Conflict of Interest
No conflict of interest was noted.

​Minutes
Motion by Thomas second by Claussen, all ayes and approved the minutes from the last regular meeting with the correction to change the signature line from Mayor Chad Mutziger to Chairman in Mayors Absence Tim Thomas.

Public Comments
The floor was opened for public comments with none being received. 

Bills
​Motion by Claussen second by Thomas, all ayes, approved to pay the following bills: Adams Agency $11,296.66, American Family Life Assur Co. $240.60, Central Storage $80, Chamberlain Chamber of Commerce $3,200, First Dakota $138,183.88, Jason Handel $45, Hrabe Flying Service $900, Lake Francis Case Development $4,250, Kim Lamie $600, Kevin Olesen $45, Payroll Tax Payments $20,551.92, SD Supplemental Retirement $380, Scott Simonsen $380, SDRS $10,498.58, Standard Insurance $160.36, and Wellmark Blue Cross and Blue Shield $17,775.81.
Scavengers Journey – Deb Swanson
Deb Swanson of the Scavengers Journey presented the Council with their 2019 financials and their 2020 budget statement. Swanson went on to inform the Council that this is the best weekend for business for herself and many other local businesses and added that it is a great event for our community including the restaurants and hotels. 
Swanson went on to state that the donations that they receive are to advertise for the communities. 
The Council agreed that it is a great event for Chamberlain and surrounding communities.
Motion by Ruhlman second by Claussen and approved to give $1,500 out of Bed Board and Booze funds to the Scavengers Journey for 2020. 

River City Friday Nights
Mollie Harmon of the River City Friday Nights informed the Council that they have selected June 19, June 26, July 3 and July 10 for the summer of 2020. Harmon went on to ask the Council if they would consider allowing them to close Main Street at 5:00 PM rather than 5:30 as people are showing up right at 5:30 or before and there are a lot of people around while they are trying to get the street closed. 
Mayor Mutziger stated that the group putting this together has done a great job and they have turned this idea into a great event. He added that there is a lot of work that goes into this and we appreciate it. 
Mayor Mutziger went on to state that we always hesitate to close Main Street but after seeing the success of this event over the last couple years, he would be in favor of closing at 5:00 PM and seeing how it goes.
Commissioner Ruhlman stated that she agrees, it is a good idea to close at 5:00 PM especially with the amount of kids that are around. 
Motion by Thomas second by Ruhlman, all ayes and approved to close Main Street from Lawler to Beebe and to also close Beebe on both sides of Main Street to the alley from 5:00 PM to 10:00 PM on the following dates: June 19, June 26, and July 3.
Motion by Soulek second by Thomas, all ayes and approved to close Main Street from Lawler to Beebe and to also close Beebe on both sides of Main Street to the alley from 5:00 PM to 11:00 PM on July 10 because of the alumni events that weekend. 
City Engineer Greg Powell asked if they plan on using the community center at all again this year and also if they plan on selling alcohol in there like they did last year with the alumni. Harmon stated that they have discussed possibly using it in case of rain. 
Powell informed them that nobody spoke to us or got approval to sell alcohol in the community center last year and that they did not cleanup when they were done.  Patty Giebink stated that they tried to go back in and do more cleanup but the doors were locked and they couldn’t get back in. 
Harmon then went on to ask that they City supply the picnic tables, generators, garbage cans, signs, barricades, etc. like we did last year. The Council agreed we could do this. 
Discussion was held on power for the vendors and Harmon stated that they are all informed that they need to line up using a businesses power prior to the event and they are responsible for all of this on their own. 

Fire Department
Fire Chief Kurt Kelsey informed the Council that they had 46 calls in 2019 that involved actually leaving from the fire hall (he noted they get numerous cancelled calls also). Kelsey stated that 24 of those calls were between the months of October and January. The numbers were high considering they did not have any grass or hay fires because of the wet conditions. They usually have 40-50 in a year with those calls included. 
Kelsey said that the state has a new counseling program that is through our Mitchell dispatch and after the plane accident we do have one fireman that is using this program for counseling at no cost to the department.  
Their fundraiser this year is for a compressor. Kelsey said that while they were out on a call, the bypass valve failed and when they got back the fire hall was full of smoke. 
They are also on a waiting list for a new truck that they raised funds for in 2018.
Chief Handel stated that we as the City Police Department have had a lot of calls that the fire department has assisted them with and he informed Kelsey that they appreciate it and thanked him.

Bulk Bids
Motion by Thomas second by Ruhlman, all ayes and approved to schedule the bulk bid deadline for April 6 at 5:00 PM with the bid opening that evening at the regular City Council meeting. 

Priebe Development Bid Opening
Powell informed the Council that we had the bid opening for the Priebe development last week and that they came in a lot higher than we were expecting and he recommended we reject all bids. 
Motion by Soulek second by Claussen, all ayes and approved to reject the following bids: Hulstein base bid of $2,850,254 and the alternate at $146,093; and Sharpe Enterprises base bid of $2,402,151.50 and the alternate at $94,140.
Discussion was held on why they came in so high and Powell noted that he is being told they are concerned with the depth of the sewer pipe so they are fixing the plans to raise those and add a lift station which will hopefully lower the bids significantly. Powell added that the alternate was to place a water line from the building west of the American down to the Ruiz property as there currently isn’t one there.

Motion by Ruhlman second by Soulek, all ayes and approved to schedule a public hearing at 6:10 PM for the following license applications: Transfer: from, Agtegra II, North Park “C” Store, for package off-sale Liquor at Lots 13-18, Block 10, H.J. Kings Addition to T & G, LLC, North Park “C” Store for package off-sale Liquor at Lots 13-18, Block 10, H.J. Kings Addition; and T & G, LLC, North Park “C” Store new package retail on-off sale malt beverage and SD Farm wine license at Lots 13-18, Block 10, H.J. Kings Addition

Lindley Settlement Agreement
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Mutziger informed the Council that we need approval to resign the updated settlement agreement with the Lindley family. He noted that one member of the family requested to be removed from the agreement so it had to be updated to remove that person and then signed again. There were no othes r changes made to the agreement. 
Motion by Claussen second by Thomas, all ayes and approved the Mayor to sign and agree to the updated Settlement Agreement and Release between the City of Chamberlain and the Lindley Family Partnership and Robin J. Lindley, James A. Lindley, Marianne Y. Lindley Girten, Suzanne R. Lindley Dahlberg, and Paul V. Lindley.

Engineer Report
Powell informed the Council that they have not found the water leak yet over by the corner of Salebarn Road and North Main Street. He has hired a leak detection company to come. The city has added two pumps along the road towards Swenson’s to help catch some of the water before it goes acrost the street. Powell also stated that we cut an unmarked CenturyLink line last week in this area and they are fixing it today. CenturyLink has been blaming the City when communicating with their customers about the problems with the cut line. Powell added that CenturyLink even told us it was an abandoned line when we first cut it also. 

SDRS came and did a presentation to the employees with updated information about the program.

 We met with FEMA again today and have another meeting scheduled on March 18th where they will do an inspection at the golf course. Powell is still trying to get FEMA to help cost share on the sediment removal at American Creek also. 

Police Report
Chief Handel presented the February police report and stated that the number of calls are starting to increase and will continue to with nice weather. He also informed the Council that the 2016 Ford Explorer that the School Resource Officer vehicle needs $8,000 in repairs. We will just stop driving that one and Glaus can start driving the 2014 K9 vehicle once we get his in service. Glaus also completed an aeronautics course in order to fly a drone and successfully completed the test. The emergency manager has purchased a drone for search and rescue so we now have an officer that can operate it.
