Northwestern Energy Update
Mayor Mutziger informed the Council that he and Greg Powell had a zoom meeting with numerous representatives from Northwestern Energy. They walked through what happened between the July 4th, 5th and 6th power outages. Mayor Mutziger informed them of concerns and how these outages affected many businesses over this holiday weekend. 
Northwestern reported that a transformer malfunctioned in Chamberlain and that they are getting a new one. They stated that they are committed to making improvements and are getting on top of this. 
Powell stated that one thing that was unexplained was that they did not blow any breakers when the transformer shorted out so they didn’t believe the transformer was the problem. 
Mayor Mutziger added that Northwestern still doesn’t feel that if they had another tech here in Chamberlain that it would have changed the time it took to restore the power.

First Draft 2021 Budget
Gaulke and Powell presented the Council with a proposed first draft of the 2021 budget. The Council reviewed. Budget requests are scheduled for the next regular meeting on August 3rd.

Engineer Report
Powell reported that they had divers check the intakes at the water plant for zebra mussels. He added that we will need to be getting some sort of protective screen on the intake pipes soon. 

Powell had attempted to fix a washout along the path by hole 7 at the golf course but it did not hold up so they will need to move the path.

Chief Handel reported that Governor Noem will soon be having a presentation to give awards to two of our officers for their help with the plane crash.
